Grading: Your grade will be determined largely by two factors. You will be required to
write a paper (due in late March) and give a 20-minute presentation to the class on it.
These will determine roughly two-thirds of your grade. The remaining third is determined
by participation, which includes:

• attending and participating in class discussions (I will keep track of attendance)

• doing a reasonable number of homework problems

Also, if you are graduating this year, you are strongly encouraged to participate in the
department’s exit survey. The department will contact you about this. We find it extremely
helpful to get some feedback from you at the end of your experience as a math major.

Paper and presentation: I will give more detailed information about this shortly. You
will be required to select a topic (approved by me) and write a paper on it, roughly ten
pages. The due date, to be announced, will be in late March. You will also give a 20 minute
presentation in class, some time after the paper is turned in.

Homework: I will occasionally give “exercises” during the lectures. Please spend some
time working on those that interest you, and write up solutions to at least some of them. I
will collect these and look them over now and then (with some advance warning).
